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Note for 1-22. The expression tener
que + infinitive is presented here for
recognition purposes only and to provide
each situation with a context. Students are
not expected to use it. A thorough presen-
tation of the verb tener and tener que +
infinitive is found in Lecciones 4 and 5.

Answers for 1-22. Responses may vary.
Possible answers: 1. un lápiz, un bolígrafo,
un cuaderno 2. un mapa 3. una calculado-
ra, un cuaderno 4. un libro, un mapa 5. un
cuaderno, un bolígrafo, una computadora
6. un disquete, una computadora

1. Role A. You have missed the first day of class. Ask one of your classmates a) at what time the class

is, b) who the professor is, and c) what you need for the class.

Role B. Tell your classmate a) the time of the class, and if the class is in the morning, afternoon or

evening, b) the name of the professor and what he/she is like, and c) at least three items that your

classmate will need for the class.

2. Role A. You work for the student newspaper at your college/university and you have been asked to

interview students to find out what they typically do on weekends. After introducing yourself, find out if the

person interviewed a) works, b) what he/she studies, and c) what he/she does on Saturdays and Sundays.

Role B. Tell the interviewer a) if you work and where you work, b) the classes you take, and c) the

things you do on weekends, where you do them, and with whom you do them.

4. Present tense of the verb estar

■ Use estar to express the location of persons or objects.

¿Dónde está el gimnasio? Where is the gym?
Está al lado de la cafetería. It is next to the cafeteria.

■ Use estar to talk about states of health.

¿Cómo está el señor Mora? How is Mr. Mora?
Está muy bien. He is very well.

ESTAR

yo estoy I am
tú estás you are

Ud., él, ella está you are, he/she is
nosotros/as estamos we are
vosotros/as estáis you are

Uds., ellos, ellas están you are, they are

Beginning with this Situaciones section,
you will find a blend of open ended,
semi-guided and guided roleplays. The
purpose of the former is to allow for
personalization of information and/or
the filling of a communication gap; the
latter aim at obtaining specific output
from the student, that is, they are
thought to assess the use of particular
vocabulary and structures. However,
care should be taken that students fol-
low appropriate patterns of oral
exchanges in Spanish in both kinds of
situations.

For the second Situación, students
should interview at least two class-
mates. Afterwards, students may form
groups, pull their findings together,
and share information with the class.

Note for the verb estar. Remind
students that they have been using two
verbs, both translated as “to be” in
English. Write ser and estar on the
board. Ask basic questions that students
practiced in the previous lesson (¿Cómo
está usted? ¿Dónde está…? ¿Cómo
es…?) while pointing to the appropri-
ate verb. Have students answer.

Suggestion. Use photos, illustrations,
or the Mosaicos transparencies of peo-
ple in various places to introduce estar. 

Cross-reference. The use of ser and
estar are contrasted in Lección 2 page 72.
